Practical implications of E-borders for
measuring migration

* Time delay — have to wait 12 months before
identifying migrants

« 100 million passengers each year arrive into
UK (a lot of matching for arrivals and future
departures)

« Implications for those who travel on different
documents or change nationality or name.

« Cannot replace IPS for detailed
characteristics
