UNITED NATIONS--The United Nations (UN) will mark its annual International Day of Remembrance
of the Victims of Slavery and the Transatlantic Slave Trade in a series of commemorative, educational
and cultural events (to be webcast) March 25-27, 2014, at UN headquarters in New York City, NY, and
with related worldwide activities across 2014.

The commemoration, whose theme is Victory over Slavery: Haiti and Beyond, is being held in concert
with the UNESCO Slave Route Project’s 20" anniversary, will also recognize the winning design for a
UN headquarters permanent memorial to such victims of slavery, and is a prelude to the UN International
Decade for People of African Descent (2015-2024) to be launched in January, 2015. The March 25, 2014
UN General Assembly solemn commemorative meeting will include remarks by various distinguished
individuals, including former Governor General of Canada, the Right Hon. Michaglle Jean, in her
capacity as UNESCO Special Envoy for Haiti and a member of the International Scientific Committee of
the UNESCO Slave Route Project (2014-2015).

For over 400 years, more than 15 million men, women and children were the victims of the tragic
transatlantic slave trade, one of the darkest chapters in human history. The British Parliament passed the
1807 Abolition of Slave Trade Act on March 25, 1807, to outlaw such trade throughout the British
Empire. The Act prohibited British ships from being involved in the slave trade and marked the start of
the end of the transatlantic traffic of human beings. A year later, the Royal Navy’s West African
Squadron was established to suppress transatlantic slave trading. Over the next 60 years, the squadron’s
anti-slavery operations along the West Coast of Africa and into East Africa and the Caribbean enforced
the ban. William Wilberforce, the British Parliamentary leader of the anti-slavery movement, with key
allies Thomas Clarkson, Olaudah Equiano and others, led the successful effort to convince the Parliament
to pass the Act. The measure set in motion an international crusade that ultimately resulted in the
outlawing of slavery worldwide.

Every year on 25 March, the UN International Day of Remembrance of the Victims of Slavery and the
Transatlantic Slave Trade offers the opportunity to honour and remember those who suffered and died at
the hands of the brutal slavery system. The International Day also aims at raising awareness about the
dangers of racism and prejudice today.

The UN will erect a permanent memorial to honour such victims at UN headquarters in New York City,
NY. The winning design for the memorial, The Ark of Return &by Rodney Leon, an American architect
of Haitian descent, was selected through an international competition and announced in September 2013.

This year also marks the 20th anniversary of the UNESCO Slave Route Project, launched in Ouidah,
Benin, in 1994, which decided to break the silence surrounding the slave trade and slavery. The project
has produced multimedia educational materials, available for educators, students and the general public.

The Transatlantic Slave Trade and Slavery: New Directions in Teaching and Learning, edited by Paul
E. Lovejoy and Benjamin Bowser, was formally launched at UNESCO in Paris on April 16, 2013. The
Director-General of UNESCO, Irina Bokova, the President of the UNESCO Executive Board, Alissandra
Cummins, and the President of the International Scientific Committee of the UNESCO Slave Route
Project, Maria Elisa Velasquez, praised the publication as an important milestone in fulfilling the goals of
UNESCO. Professor Paul Lovejoy, co-editor of the book and former Director of the Harriet Tubman
Institute, explained the aims of the book in addressing the difficulties of teaching the subject of slavery in
the classroom and other disseminating knowledge of slavery as a crime against humanity. The
presentation took place in the presence of ambassadors, representatives of Member States of UNESCO
and the UNESCO Executive Board. The book is published by Africa World Press [
http://www.africaworldpressbooks.com/servlet/Detail?7no=988 ]

In praising the publication of the book, the UNESCO Director-General underlined the tragic history of the
slave trade and slavery. The book focuses on the pedagogical and psychological dimensions of teaching
and learning and as such represents a unique contribution to the humanistic ideal of promoting universal
human rights -- hence, the importance of making this history an engine for intercultural dialogue in our
plural societies.

"Education is essential for raising awareness about the slave trade and slavery and for better
understanding the societies we live in today," said Irina Bokova. The Director-General underscored the
role of UNESCO in transmitting the history of the transatlantic slavery and its abolition as being essential
to the struggle against racism and for the observance of human rights, of human dignity and for building
peace. “The story of the slave trade raises issues that affect the very foundation of our humanity”, she
declared. The Director-General highlighted the importance of exploring the transmission of history in
textbooks, teaching materials and teacher training. She emphasized the need to integrate the issue of
slavery into formal education as a lever for international reconciliation, mutual understanding and social
inclusion.

The Chair of the Executive Board, Alessandra Cummins from Barbados, emphasized the need for a
breakthrough of scientific research on the history of the transatlantic slave trade, which, she said "is a
topic still absent in textbooks, in films, and in the media". She further underscored the "expectations
generated through the Slave Route Project in different regions and countries over the last ten years" had
led to considerable breakthroughs, including the identification by the United Nations of the Decade for
People of African Descent (2015-2024). The Chair urged "UNESCO to directly contribute to raising
awareness of the malignant influences of the slave trade in neglected regions, such as the Indian Ocean,
Middle East and Asia."

Professor Paul Lovejoy noted the progress in raising public awareness since the inception of UNESCO's
Slave Route project in 1994, underscoring its paramount objective "to do justice to the past" and "to
identify and recognize global diversity" that has arisen from the ashes of slavery.

THE BLACK PRESENCE IN THE WAR OF 1812
Unsung Military Volunteers of North America
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The War of 1812 was a defining moment in Canadian and American history. Blacks, “as a people”, lived, toiled
under the yoke of slavery and died dreaming of freedom. Black men had a vested interest in fighting for liberty. An
American victory would see British Canada forfeit its freedom to agonize under foreign control. Blacks would surely
be enslaved! To every single African Canadian pioneer, enslavement was a fate worse than death. African Americans
wanted to hasten emancipation in the U.S.A. and free family and friends. All Blacks wanted to fight for liberty, prove
their manhood and be counted as nation builders.

The aim of this book is to flesh out the contributions of Blacks in the War of 1812 from a North American Black
prospective. The true unheralded nature of their involvement must be brought to light as it is fundamental to the
development, building and progress of North America. The intention is to provide a more accurate historical picture
of the role and influence of Black people than has been presented heretofore. The reader will discover that the role of
Black military personnel, nationally and internationally, in this conflict contributed substantially to shaping our
beloved Canada and the illustrious United States of America. Examining ‘our’ reasons for joining the cause and
publicizing ‘our’ determinations of a better destiny will give both a clearer view of history and a helpful interpretation
of the interplay of cultures - economically, socially and intellectually, as they exist to-day . . . ."

RICHARD PIERPOINT was born
free in Bondu, Africa. During his
lifetime, he was a slave, a Black
United Empire Loyalist, a Canadian
pioneer, a freedom fighter in three
wars, a subsistence farmer and a
labourer for hire. There was no

CHARLES BALL was a third
generation slave born in Calvert
County, Maryland. In 1805, he was
sold to a Georgia trader. He spent the
next several years working on
plantations in the South. Ball decided
to be free and made a daring escape

documentation that he ever married.
He left behind no known descendants. He was very
likely illiterate. Given his social challenges and the era
he lived in, it is remarkable we know anything about
him at all. Still, he has emerged as one of Canada’s
most remarkable War of 1812 heroes. Pierpoint
‘stepped out of his place’ and approached Major-
General Sir Isaac Brock to form an all-Black fighting
unit - The Coloured Corp. For his vision and valiant
efforts, Richard Pierpoint should be declared and
celebrated as a National Historic Hero. Richard
Pierpoint was a true Black revolutionary!

back to Maryland. Declaring himself

a free man, Ball worked for local farmers until war broke
out in the Chesapeake. In December 1813, he enlisted
under Commodore Joshua Barney and served as seaman
and cook for the Chesapeake Flotilla. Later he helped to
sink the flotilla to keep it out of British hands. Soon after,
he marched with Barney‘s troops from Benedict to
Bladensburg and manned the cannon to the left of Barney
until the Commodore was shot down. Ball was discharged
in the fall of 1814 and behaved as a free man.
Incredulously, he was still subject to Fugitive Slave Laws.
Charles Ball wrote a book about his life.

Blacks with the Americans--At the beginning of the war,
there were 1.3 million persons of African descent in the United
States, representing 19 percent of the total population. Eighty
seven percent of the Black population was enslaved. Thirteen
percent was free. The two and a half year conflict between
England and the United States began in 1812. No matter how
little known or remembered today, the war was a transforming
struggle for many Blacks.

Thousands of men, women and children left slavery's grief in
the wake of the British ships they sailed away on to an often
arduous, but free future in ports as distant as Trinidad, Nova
Scotia and Sierra Leone. Men of African descent in opposing
armies warily eyed each other over their gunfights in several
of the war's major battles, including Bladensburg and New
Orleans. And throughout America, at all times, Black people
sought to exploit the opportunities and inconsistencies of the
war for one paramount objective: freedom.

Artwork by History books tell us that the war had three major causes: the
Malcolm Jones, seizure of American vessels trading with France (with whom
courtesy Canadian War Museum England was fighting), England's arming of Native Americans

who raided American frontier settlements and England's
forcible taking of thousands of sailors in an act known as
"impressment." (The Impress Service was formed to force sailors to serve on naval vessels -- there was
no concept of joining the navy as a fixed career path for non-officers at the time.)

In 1807, in one of the war's most notorious preludes, at least one of the four men British sailors seized by
force from the American frigate "Chesapeake," was David Martin, a free Black man from

Massachusetts. Some scholars believe that two other impressed crewmen, Strachan and Ware, were also
Black. The British claimed they were members of the British Royal Navy.

Despite both a 1792 militia act and a Federal ban on Black military service, large numbers of African
Americans enlisted in the American Navy seeking opportunity and relishing the freedom of the seas. They
comprised over 15 percent of all American naval forces and participated in many significant naval battles.

In 1814, at the Battle of Lake Erie, considered the war's most important naval engagement, Blacks made
up nearly a quarter of the complement of the American squadron. Some Blacks were even able to enlist in
the regular United States Army, particularly in the 26th Regiment. In 1814, New York State recruited
2,000 free and enslaved Blacks, promising the enslaved their freedom at the end of the war.

In cities and on plantations, many American slave-owners feared their enslaved would rebel when they
heard about the war. In Georgia and East Florida, fugitive enslaved Blacks joined Native Americans and
conducted guerilla warfare. Patrols increased as did reports of enslaved conspiracies and news of actual or
attempted revolts from Mississippi to Maryland. When the mayor of Washington, D.C. learned that
British troops were about to invade the city, "he even begged colored men to join the citizens' corps of
workers" to help protect the city, wrote one historian. After the British redcoats had left, he expressed his
gratitude for their "zeal,” "order" and “propriety."
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Blacks with the British--When the British fleet arrived in the Chesapeake Bay in March 1813, between
3,000 to 5,000 enslaved individuals and families ultimately made their way to these vessels. At the end of
the war, nearly 1,500 runaways were with the Royal Navy when it evacuated Cumberland Island,
Georgia. At Fort Albion on Tangier Island in the Chesapeake Bay, the British trained African Americans
who served in the Colonial Marines disrupted commerce and freed enslaved Africans along the Northern
Neck of Virginia and the Eastern Shore of Maryland. British forces also made excellent use of African
Americans, African Canadians, and West Indian troops.

"The power struggle for Africa was one of the causes of World War 1."
- Endre Sik (The History of Black Africa, Volume 2.)

This year marks the beginning of the
international centennial
commemoration of the First World
War (1914-1918) - - the war to end
all wars. Standard history books tell
us that the cause of the war was the
assassination of the Austrian
Archduke Ferdinand, the start of a
seemingly inexorable chain of
circumstances that plunged the
major nations of Europe into a
cataclysmic conflict in which Black
folk had no part and Africa had no
role.

This first of the 20th century's two
global clashes ushered in the age of high-tech slaughter. In the bloodiest contest the world had ever
known up to that time, there were over 5,700,000 Allied military deaths of which the troops of Great
Britain and its empire amounted to over 1,000,000. Civilian deaths from all causes among the Allies were
more than 3,500,000.

Deaths suffered by the opposing Central Powers were 7,000,000. Total deaths among the warring nations
were over 16,500,000. In addition there were over 21,000,000 military wounded. And the dead and
wounded were not all European.

Africa: Men and Resources

W.E.B. DuBois observed that "Competition for colonies among Britain, France, and Germany deserve a
share of the blame for World War 1. Germany's four African colonies comprised three on the west and
one on the east: Togolands, Cameroons, German Southwest Africa, now part of Namibia, and German
East Africa."

Historian James Ciment in his historical atlas also noted that "Among the many causes of the war was the
imperial scramble for African colonies in the last two decades of the 19th century. At various points in
that period, England, France, and Germany nearly came to blows over African territory, creating tensions
that would play themselves out in European politics of the early 20th century."

European nations raced against each other in Africa to assert their national and racial pride, pursue
exploitative commercial policies, and secure military and naval bases for strategic purposes. For example,
French bases in the Horn of Africa enabled the French flag to wave over its colonial possessions in
southeast Asia. Added to the rape of the continent's minerals, metals, wood, and rubber, was superadded
the forced conscription of its soldiers and civilians in a colossal and vicious conflict that straddled the
planet and pitted Africans fighting each other under opposing European flags.
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France employed the largest number of African troops. By August, 1914, there were 14,000 soldiers from
Senegal (Tirailluers Senegalese) in France. Hundreds of thousands of Egyptians, Kenyans, Namibians,
Congolese, Moroccans, South Africans and many others served as soldiers, laborers, or carriers. An
estimated 2,000,000 people in Africa made huge sacrifices for the European Allies. Approximately
100,000 men died in East Africa, and 65,000 from French North Africa and French West Africa lost their
lives. The last troops to surrender after the war were East African soldiers serving under the German flag.

The United States and the Caribbean

Black men outside Africa saw the war as an opportunity to demonstrate their patriotism and equality. The
first Bermudian killed in the war was William E. Smith who died when his Royal Navy cruiser sank in
the North Sea. Eighty-nine more Bermudians died during the war. The U.S. entered the war in 1917 and
over 350,000 African American men and women served before the end of hostilities in November, 1918.

Haiti celebrates its independence. This country is the first modern nation to be led by a person
of African descent. Haiti is the world’s only example of a successful slave revolt leading to
the establishment of an internationally recognized nation or republic. Celebrations of Haiti’s
existence and achievements take place throughout the Black Diaspora.

The British Parliament passes the 1807 Abolition of Slave Trade Act to outlaw such trade
throughout the British Empire. The Act prohibited British ships from being involved in the
slave trade and marked the start of the end of the transatlantic traffic of human beings. A year
later, the Royal Navy’s West African Squadron is established to suppress transatlantic slave
trading. Over the next 60 years, the squadron’s anti-slavery operations along the West Coast
of Africa and into East Africa and the Caribbean enforced the ban. William Wilberforce, the
British Parliamentary leader of the anti-slavery movement, with key allies Thomas Clarkson,
Olaudah Equiano and others, led the successful effort to convince the Parliament to pass the
Act. The measure set in motion an international crusade that ultimately resulted in the
outlawing of slavery worldwide.

The 1833 Slavery Abolition Act takes effect to end slavery within the British Empire’s
colonies. At this time, the Empire spanned several continents and encompassed parts of the
Caribbean, Africa, Canada, India, China, Australia, and South America as far as the tip of
Argentina. Also at this time, there are about 800,000 enslaved persons in the British West
Indies. This historic action fueled abolition movements worldwide that led to slavery’s end in
Europe, the Caribbean colonies, the United States, and South America. Annual observances
still occur in Trinidad, Jamaica and Guyana. The Caribbean Historical Society leads present-
day efforts to make August 1st, International Emancipation Day worldwide.

The French republic decrees the end of slavery in its empire. Annual commemorations occur
in France and some former French Caribbean colonies.

President Abraham Lincoln signs the District of Columbia Emancipation Act which abolishes
slavery in the District and provides the only example of compensation by the Federal
Government of former slaveholders for the freedom of the enslaved persons.

Slavery is ended in all United States territories, e.g. Utah, Nevada, and Colorado, et al.
President Abraham Lincoln signs the Emancipation Proclamation. It declares enslaved
persons in the rebellious states to be free and formally allows Black men to enlist in the
Union Army. Yearly observances take place in Black communities in the East and South.
Holland frees its enslaved persons.

Union Army General Gordon Granger lands in Galveston, Texas, and issues General Order
No. 3 bringing an end to slavery and equality before the law. Juneteenth celebrations
commence.

The U.S. Congress ratifies the 13th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution ending slavery.

Slavery ends in Brazil.
Slavery is abolished in Cuba, Puerto Rico, Brazil, etc. Yearly observances were held often.

Note: Many Caribbean and South American countries substituted their respective independence celebrations for
earlier emancipation festivities.

HON. REV. DR. DON MEREDITH, SENATOR, SENATE OF CANADA: HONOURS BLACK CANADIAN
VETERANS, LEADS EFFORTS TO ESTABLISH A NATIONAL BLACK VETERANS MONUMENT; INTRODUCES A
BILL TO ESTABLISH A LINCOLN ALEXANDER DAY TO HONOUR THE DISTINGUISHED CANADIAN; HONOURS
THE LATE PRESIDENT OF SOUTH AFRICA NELSON MANDELA.

The Valiant Military Contributions of African Canadians in Defending Freedom - Throughout
Canada’s history, since colonial times, Canadians of African descent have served on the field of honour
with their compatriots. They aided in defending the Nation with pride and courage on foreign soil and at
home, in war and in peacetime. Blacks, enslaved and free, served in the military on both sides during the
American Revolutionary War and the War of 1812, respectively, and those enslaved also sought their
freedom through such military service. Black Canadians fought in the American Civil War’s union forces
that won the war, saved the union and paved the way for slavery’s end in the USA. Black Canadians—
soldiers, sailors and airmen-- have served with valor with the Canadian Forces across the globe to defend
freedom. Black Canadians served bravely with their countrymen and Canada’s allies in Europe in two
world wars and the Korean War and continue to be part of peacekeeping missions around the world.
Among a few of numerous other examples, Canada’s all-Black battalion during WWI, the No. 2
Construction Battalion which was deployed to Europe, consisted of Blacks from Canada, the USA and the
Caribbean. Royal Canadian Air Force (RCAF) Flying Officer Alan Bundy flew many missions in Europe
during WWIL. Capt. Fred Hutchinson, RCAF, was a flight instructor during WWII who ferried American-
made bombers across the Atlantic to Great Britain and was later a RCAF flight instructor for the
renowned Tuskegee Airmen.

The Hon. Lincoln Alexander - was a distinguished Canadian and a tireless advocate for education,
youth, fairness and justice who: served in the Royal Canadian Air Force during WWII; was an excellent
lawyer-his outstanding merit and contributions to the legal profession were recognized when he was
appointed as Queen’s Counsel in 1965; was elected in 1968 as Canada’s first Black member of
parliament, representing Ontario’s Hamilton West; was a United Nations observer in 1976 and 1978; was
named in 1979 as Minister of Labour, Canada’s first Black cabinet minister; was appointed in 1985 as
Ontario’s twenty-fourth Lieutenant Governor, representing Queen Elizabeth. He was the first minority to
hold that office. He was also the first minority to hold a vice-regal post in all of Canada.

As Lieutenant Governor, Alexander’s focus was on education and youth. Over the course of his service,
he visited schools across Ontario. At each every stop, he would exhort and inspire students about the
value of a good education and how it made a difference in his own life and how it would also make a
difference in their lives. After he left his office, Alexander continued his service to Ontario as the first
Black chancellor of the University of Guelph. He held his position longer than any other chancellor in the
school's history, serving five terms. He continued his long string of firsts when he became the first Black
chair of the Ontario Heritage Trust. In 1992, Alexander was honoured as a Companion of the Order of
Canada and to the Order of Ontario.
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The Legislative Assembly of Ontario passed Bill 125 on November 28, 2013, to establish each January
21" as Lincoln Alexander Day [see
http://www.ontla.on.ca/web/bills/bills_detail.do?locale=en&Intranet=&BillID=2886 ]. The bill gained
royal assent/was signed into law by Ontario’s LT Governor David Onley on December 12, 2013. LT
Governor Onley and the Province of Ontario marked the first annual Lincoln Alexander Day

DEL. ELEANOR HOLMES NORTON INTRODUCES U.S. CONGRESSIONAL BILLS TO ESTABLISH: FREDERICK
DOUGLASS BICENTENNIAL COMMEMORATION COMMISSION; CIVIL WAR DEFENSES OF WASHINGTON
NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK

Del. Norton Introduces Bill for Commission to Honor 200th Anniversary of the Birth of
Distinguished Abolitionist Frederick Douglass--U.S. Congresswoman Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-DC)
introduced a bill on February 11, 2014 to establish a Bicentennial Commission to study ways that the
federal government might honor and celebrate the life of Frederick Douglass during the bicentennial
anniversary of his birth in 2018. Douglass did not know his actual birthdate but later chose to celebrate it
on February 14.

In her statement for the Congressional Record introducing the bill, Norton said, “Douglass dedicated his
life to achieving justice for all Americans. He lived in the District of Columbia for 23 of his 57 years as a
free man and was deeply committed to obtaining equal congressional voting and self-government rights
for District of Columbia residents...My bill would simply establish a commission to examine ways the
federal government can honor Douglass during the bicentennial anniversary of his birth, including the
issuance of a Frederick Douglass bicentennial postage stamp, the convening of a joint meeting or joint
session of Congress for ceremonies and activities relating to Frederick Douglass, a rededication of the
Frederick Douglass National Historic Site, and the acquisition and preservation of artifacts associated
with Frederick Douglass.”
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After years of rebuffs by opponents of D.C. statehood, Norton last year got her bill passed that treats D.C.
like the 50 states by bringing a statue of Frederick Douglass representing the District to the U.S. Capitol
Building. D.C. is now the only jurisdiction that is not yet a state to have a statue there, along with the 50
states. House and Senate Republican and Democratic leadership sponsored the unveiling of D.C.’s
Douglass statue, with Vice President Joe Biden and members of the Douglass family joining Norton and
others to speak at the ceremony. Douglass, whose statue is one of four statues or busts in the U.S. Capitol
that honors an African American, was known as an abolitionist and an international human rights
champion, but he also served in D.C. posts and was a militant fighter for equal citizenship for D.C.
residents.

During the 150th anniversary year of the Civil War, Congresswoman Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-DC)
introduced on February 5, 2014, a bill to recognize and preserve the Civil War Defenses of Washington
located in the District of Columbia, Virginia, and Maryland. The bill was introduced with a bipartisan
group of Members from the regional delegation — Representatives Donna Edwards (D-MD), Jim Moran
(D-VA) and Frank Wolf (R-VA). In her statement for the Congressional Record introducing the bill,
Norton said, “Taken together, these battles were pivotal to the outcome of the war and the freedom and
democracy that the war represented for this country. It is therefore fitting that we recognize these sites by
redesignating them as a national historic park as we commemorate the 150th anniversary of the Civil
War.”
