The School of Performance & Cultural Industries, University of Leeds (PCl) is hosting a one-day symposium
exploring practices and potentials of performance in contemporary urban contexts, on Friday 4" April 2014.

e  Performance and a global sense of place

e Embodiment, affect and the experience of place

e Located and site-specific performance in the city

e Performance, identity and urban cultures

e Performative urban cultural practices beyond theatre and performance
