e Focus on midwifery or maternity care
e Be of interest to an international audience

LANGUAGES: While the expression of interest/proposal /abstract must be in English, presentations in
other languages are welcome. Translating some key phrases into English on the slides is recommended.

SPEAKER SUPPORT: Presenters need not be experienced in using web-conferencing software. Each
presenter will be paired with a facilitator who will give support at every stage. Presenters also need to
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commit to attending an online practice session in late April with the facilitator, so that the facilitators are

assured that the technology will work well on the presentation day. Final slides are due the last week of
April. Slides will be uploaded then and cannot be changed once uploaded.
